MORAGA ROADAND HACIENDA DRAINAGE PROJECT

Construction has begun on the Moraga Road and Hacienda Drainage Project, after video
inspections revealed priority storm drain pipes in need of repairs. The Town's contractor is
working to replace the failing Corrugated Metal Pipe (CMP) storm drains crossing the front of
the Hacienda parking lot and driveway with new High-Density Polyethylene (HDPE) pipe. An
eroded pipe invert adjacent to the Hacienda parking lot is being repaired, and a failing CMP
storm drain crossing Moraga Road near Corliss Drive is scheduled to be repaired as part of
the project.
